Total ministry budget giving in June was $61,429.98 making June the highest month for offerings this 
year.   From January-June we have received $301,412.40 in ministry budget income with ministry budget 
expenses of $304,798.41.  While we are thankful for the response to the church’s financial needs in June we 
realize this is a first step to adequately funding our mission and ministries for the rest of the year.  Because of 
all the upcoming summer ministries  and preparations for our fall we would expect our expenses to escalate 
in July and August.   We will need obedient and sacrificial giving to further reduce our financial gap by the 
end of August.
